Mr R.Sambandan Leader TNA spoke about the concerns expressed in the statement 
The political parties and representatives  were not allowed to access the camps and people to find out about their welfare.
Peoples must be freed . No basis for them to be in enforced  custody.This is a  flagrant violation of the  SL constitution and International covenants  which grant the  freedom of movement freedom of association and freedom to communicate. with others

NGO were not allowed to freely communicate with the displaced people and vice versa .
People want to return home to their Homes and lands to start their normal lives. They need to be resettled soon.  

The conditions of the camps are not satisfactory.

Demining is very slow and all resources are not being utilised by the government to demine expeditiously. 
Delay in screening the People and separating them .

150,000 people have  been screened and are ready to be resettled.

Restriction of movement of people from north and east to the south and back .The curfew and other restrictions on normality in many parts of the Northern Province and elsewhere are unjustified and the  demand that normality be returned without delay. People in certain parts of the country live in fear, avoid even essential travel, and are inhibited in employment related and social activities. 

Is TNA involved directly or indirectly in the humanitarian relief programme? 
They have not been involved and not being given access to the camps or even to hospitals .They have been advocating with government at different levels for access and other issues  and making the positions clear.

The Government Officials that were working in the Wanni prior to the war  do you have information of their whereabouts  now of DS and GNs?
Information we have is that many of the public servants were also confined in the camps  some in custody but he believes some have come out and the rest are in the camps

Parlimentary delegation from India what is the outcome of  discussion with TNA and will the 58,000 be released as announced ? They acquainted the Indian Delegation  as per the information they had, impressed about the  delegation their concerns and exhorted them to visit all the camps . If they are being released that is a good thing and would welcome it .
