Advocacy

Following advocacy update were briefed by Hashim & Nayomi 

1. Pass papers for A/L students in the camps were sent accordingly
2. A meeting will take place today, at 10.00 am to finalise a synthesized paper which CHA will circulate drawn from the attachments which are the result of two rounds of discussions by groups of agencies hosted by CHA. The final draft along with the Executive Summary will be shared with agencies on 4th August 2009 for discussion on 7th August. 
3. With regard to listening exercise, 10 district briefs for the month of June were circulated to agencies.  The briefs derive from the CHA Listening and Accountability Project which is an all island effort to promote accountability and transparency through beneficiary/community/individual voices and feedback. The exercises have adopted a range of past practices and present-day methodologies, including the report card system which was originally used in India, amongst other countries, as a powerful tool of collective public voice in response to public services. Additionally, the project emphasises the need for agencies to reflect on their own accountability and ways in which they can enhance such accountability to all stakeholders consistently and with more commitment.
