Beneficiaries of this project are 

those who have skills in sewing

low income families in            

Ambalantota.  

 

In the first stage, 6 beneficiaries 

were selected and trained by 

Tagima. These beneficiaries had 

been un-employed for the past 

five years.  

According to them this is a 

great opportunity given to 

them to earn a living while 

looking after their household. 

They also stated that this was 

not like a garment industry, 

and that they could choose 

their hours of work, freely.
