Advocacy

ED- CHA revisited the meeting updates of meeting with PC Minister of Social Services,  Ports and IT Education Minister Hisbullah and mentioned of sector interventions.  We have obtained information on specific areas of work by NGO’ s in the East.. We will visit the areas and look to coordinate sector wide approaches working very closely with the Provincial Council in  August 

Presentation on designing of low cost houses and recovery of shelter:  CHA invited architects who could assist in rebuilding culturally sensitive housing for IDP’s in the North. 
Community service centres:  Considerable work has been undertaken to set in place.A few details within the GoSL needs to settled still. 
Complementary food:  Caritas has indicated that they would assist in complementary food for 100,000 IDPs  up to end December. An agreed plan to target better is pending implementation.
ED- CHA sought assistance from interested agencies in assisting the ex-combatants in providing food/ clothing/ rehabilitation and education. 

Homes for orphans:  applications are before Courts. 
Presentation on “SAHANA Relief Coordination and Data Management System” by  Ms. Jayanthi Somasekeram – Senior IT Advisor, Consortium of Humanitarian Agencies   

CHA’s Senior IT advisor presented the data management system and of the purposes of system.  This presentation was table for the 2nd time as a result of the requests made by agencies and of the action point coming out of last General meeting to revisit on status of this project. 
Presentation on Phased return in the North and contribution of I/NGO’s and next steps  by Mr. Jeevan Thiagarajah, Executive Director, Consortium of Humanitarian Agencies 
Number of agencies took part in this initiative in drafting the paper on Phased return in the North and contribution of I/NGO’s.  The final note with Executive summary will be handed over to government next week with a final discussion scheduled for 7th August after the northern forum at Caritas auditorium at 10.00 am.  At this meeting we intend to close on the document with contribution from agencies.  The document speaks of 4 main areas. Non political agenda where we emphasis on what we practice, on accountability and transparency, our approach towards humanitarian imperatives and  of coordination and partnerships.  We will also acknowledge the purpose of the ngo work is to  uplift the lives of affected people and communities across the  country  and not of major constructions of highways/ buildings etc.
